(a) All entries must be on the prescribed Entry Form given in Appendix ‘C’ and should be complete in all respects.  Entries not on the prescribed entry form and not accompanied by the entry fee will not be considered.  All entries for Young Riders, Juniors, and Children 1 & 2 category riders must be accompanied by proof of age (birth certificate/passport/school or college certificate).

(c) Refer to Article 12 of EFI Technical Guidelines for Hors Concours entries.


(d) Entry Fee:

(i) Team Events: Rs 1000/- per team

(ii) Individual Events: Rs 500/- per  entry

No entry will be accepted without the prescribed fee.

Closing Date for Entries: Entries will close by 12:00 hours on 17th Dec 2009.
Entries received thereafter will be regarded as POST ENTRIES.

(f) Post Entries:  Post entries will be accepted up to one hour before the draw of lots for each event.  No entries will be accepted after that. Post entry fee will be:

Extract from EFI Technical Guidelines governing the JNEC

Article 502  Eligibility of Riders

1. A Young Rider / Junior Rider / Children I – 12 years and above, can participate in an NEC Regional Senior Event in Dressage and Jumping in the same show on an appropriately graded horse without effecting their JNEC status.

2.
In Eventing, Endurance and Tent Pegging, a Young Rider / Junior Rider 16 years and above, can participate in an NEC / Regional Senior Event in the same show but not on the same horse as entered in their respective category without affecting their JNEC status.

3 Since there is an overlap of age in all categories, the rider has a choice to participate in a higher category in the JNEC.  However, once the rider decides to participate in a particular category he/she cannot be downgraded and will continue to remain in that category from that day onwards.  Such riders can further upgrade themselves in subsequent JNEC’s only once they are in the age bracket of the category to which they upgraded themselves.

5. Registration of Horses with EFI:

(a) As per the  EFI  ruling  ALL horses  participating  have  to  be registered with the EFI.  The EFI issues a Show Number which has to be used at all the shows conducted under the aegis of the EFI.

(b) The registration fee is Rs 100/-

(c) The fee for the Show Number is Rs 20/-.  This number is to be retained and used at all EFI shows.

(d) The EFI registration number has to be filled in the entry form as per EFI ruling.

For further information pertaining to registration contact EFI at 011–25844098. Please register your horses with the EFI  prior to the show.
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(f)
Registration may be done at the show office upto 24 hrs before the veterinary inspection for each event.  The details to be provided for registration are:

(a) Name     

(b) Year of foaling      

(c) Sex     

(d) Breed 

(e) Identification marks

(f) Discipline participating in.

6. GRADING OF HORSES:  It will be responsibility of the Riders / Clubs / Units to ensure that their horses are entered in the correct grade as per the latest updated list available with the EFI / / on website / show office .  Participation of the horse in wrong grade will entail elimination from that event and disqualification from the entire horse show along with a fine of Rs 1000/-.  All prize money won in the events the horse has taken part in will be returned to the Organizing Committee and results annulled. If it is the last event that the horse is taking part in, then a fine a Rs 1000/- will be deposited by concerned Rider with the Organizing Committee before the horse leaves the camp, which will be forwarded to the EFI.  Failure to deposit the fee will entail disqualification from next event, whenever scheduled. 

7. Show Number:   All horses will display the EFI Registration Number on the bridle during competition, veterinary inspection and whenever taken out of the camp.

8. Starting order :  The draw of lots for starting order will be done in the presence of representatives of atleast two teams. The draws will be held as per schedule which will be intimated later.

The draw will be according to random numbers generated by a computer.

Competitors with two entries in the FEI World Jumping Challenge MUST inform the show secretary of the horse he/she is nominating before the draw of lots. 

9. Withdrawal, Change, Transfer or Substitution of Entry:

(a) Withdrawal - The Entry fee of a horse entered for any event will not be refunded if the horse does not participate in the class unless it is on veterinary grounds and approved by the Vet Commission.

(b) Transfer and Substitution – A horse cannot be transferred from one class to another without paying an additional entry fee for the class to which it is transferred.  A horse once entered in any event cannot be substituted by another horse for any reason whatsoever once the draw of lots has been done. 
(c) Change of Riders – Changes of Riders will not be considered once the draw of lots for that event has be done.
(d) All changes will be treated as post entries.
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11.    
Cancellation.  The Organising Committee may cancel any class which has less than four entries, or for any other reason at their discretion. In that case, the entry fee will be refunded.

 

12.   
Eliminations. Eliminations may be held for all events depending on the number of entries received.

 
13.     
Reporting for Each Class. The first three riders in Dressage and first five riders in Jumping must report to the Arena Steward at least 15 min before the scheduled start of that event. The Arena Steward has full authority to take appropriate action as per existing rules.

14.
All events scheduled in the afternoons will continue under lights, when required.
15.
Whips / Spurs: As per EFI and relevant FEI rules per discipline.

 

16.   
Appeal/Objection. A written appeal/objection may be lodged two hours before the commencement of any class and within half an hour of announcement of the results. A fee of Rs. 1000/- (Rupees One Thousand only) must be deposited with the Show Secretary, along with the appeal / objection. The deposit will be refunded if the appeal / objection is upheld.

 

17.  
Responsibility The Organising Committee accepts no responsibility for any loss, damage or injury to any animal or any other property or the exhibitors / competitors themselves. Neither the Committee nor the Vet / Med doctor will be held responsible for any first aid or other medical treatment provided.

 

18.  
Insurance.  Government horses will be insured according to existing regulation. Private exhibitors may make their own arrangements if they wish to insure their horses.

Abuse/Cruelty to horses.   Refer to Article 13 of EFI Technical Guidelines 2007. 

 

CAMPING
 

20.   
Camp.  Army has permitted stabling for horses at the army equestrian center  for the duration of the Horse Show. Permission to stable horses during the above period is subject to certain conditions as laid down in Appendix “D” to this Prospectus.  The camp will open on 10th  Dec 2009, and close on 08 Jan. 2009.

21.   
Self Containment.  All teams coming to participate in the Horse Show must be self-contained, ie, they should bring their own tentage, equipment for camping transport, etc. The Organising Committee will however try to provide the same. Teams may check with the show secretary regarding the availability of tentage which will be allotted on a first come first served basis.

 

22.  
Ration/Fodder.  Army contingents are advised to bring maximum quantity of grain/fodder to sustain their horses during their stay at New Delhi or, they can ask for attachment with the local Supply Depot.
Other contingents are advised to make their own arrangements for animal rations. However, animal rations and hay may be procured at the camp on cash payment.
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23. Coggin’s and Glanders Tests. All rules and instructions issued from the EFI and  Remount Veterinary Directorate, Army Headquarters  on the subject will be strictly adhered to by all concerned. All horses must produce a valid negative EIA and Glander status (CFT or Mallein) certificate on arrival at AEC  Delhi as per directions given at Para 4(a) of Appendix “D” to this Prospectus.  Coggins and glanders negative certificate with a validity of a minimum of 15 days on arrival and exit of horses from the camp is mandatory.

Working Areas: Horses may be warmed-up prior to their event in the area earmarked.
All other horses may be worked in the earmarked area in AEC.

Prize Distribution.  PARTICIPANTS ARE REQUIRED TO BE APPROPRIATELY TURNED OUT (MOUNTED UNIFORM/ SHIRT & White  TIE) FOR THE PRIZE DISTRIBUTION. ORGANISING COMMITTEE WILL NOT PERMIT IMPROPERLY DRESSED WINNERS TO RECEIVE PRIZES FROM DIGNITARIES.    DISCIPLINARY ACTION WILL BE INITIATED AGAINST WINNERS WHO ARE NOT PRESENT FOR THE PRIZE DISTRIBUTION.

RULES AND REGULATIONS : TEMPORARY STABLING FACILITY 

1.
Security.   The AEC is located on defence land, hence there  is a need to be extra cautious on the aspects of security. All Defence/Para Military contingents, private horse owners and club members are hereby instructed to strictly adhere to the rules and regulations. Any violation of these instructions would render the concerned contingent liable to be asked to vacate the AEC premises forthwith.

2.
Entry and stabling within the AEC will be regulated by the Camp Commandant of AEC. Contingents Cdr/Private horse owners/Club members will be personally responsible to ensure that only specified area is utilised for camping, stabling and riding. All contingents Cdr/Private horse owners/club members will render a list of personnel attached/employed with respective teams along with the request for temporary stabling. The following details will be included :-

(a)
Police verification in respect of civil employees.

(b)
Two passport size photographs of civil employees.

3.
Duration.  Temporary stabling facilities at the AEC will be provided. The camp will open on 10TH  Dec 2009. and close on 08 Jan. 2009.

4.
Procedure

(a)
For entry to AEC.    All Defence/Para Military contingents, private horse owners and club members will render an application as per format attached at Annexure I to this appendix 10 days before the arrival of the team at the AEC / date from which temporary stabling is intended at the AEC. 

(i)
Coggins negative and Glanders Valid Mallien/CFT negative certificate valid for a minimum of 15 days at the time of entry. 

(ii)
Valid movement order for Army teams.

(iii)
Certificate/affidavit duly completed as attached at Annexure II to this Appendix.

(b)
For exit from the AEC.    The following documents will be produced by all Defence/ Para Military contingents, private horse owners and club members:-

(i)
Coggins and Glanders Negative certificate valid for minimum of 10 days at the time of  exit. 

(ii)
No demand certificate issued by the Camp Commandant, AEC. 
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5.
Administration.   Local administration will be under the overall supervision of the Camp Commandant, AEC. The salient features of the terms and conditions for effective administration are listed below for strict adherence:-

(a)
Temporary stabling  will only be permitted in the area specified by Camp Commandant, AEC. No permanent structures will be constructed.

(b)
Camping area for respective contingents will be specified by the Camp Commandant, AEC. Only tentage will be utilised for camping for men.

(c)
Separate area will be earmarked for dumping of hay and litter. The contingent commander will ensure dumping in the nominated area. No hay/litter will be disposed near stabling/ camping area.

(d)
Nominated water troughs will be utilised.  Timings as per local orders will be strictly adhered to. Sick horses will not be watered at the trough.

(e)
No contingent will tap electricity.

(f)
Entry and exit of vehicles in to the AEC will only be through the earmarked gate on the approach road to the Coast Guard Station. All vehicles will stop  at the entry gate for checking and verification.

(g)
Daily orders of local administration will only be pasted on the notice boards at the camp office.   No individual communication in this regard will be made.

(h)
Contingent commanders will earmark personnel for collective area cleaning as per timings which will be intimated daily on the Notice Boards.

(i)
Cooking / lighting of fires / is strictly prohibited.

(j) Horses will only follow the earmarked route from the camp to the show ground.
(k)
Horses will only be exercised in earmarked areas when in competition or otherwise. Horses will exhibit their show numbers on the bridle when taken out of the camp. Entry into any other area is out of bounds and strictly prohibited.
6.
Arboriculture.      All men will plant maximum trees in the area as specified by the Camp Commandant, AEC. Free saplings will be given to every contingent for plantation and maintenance thereafter. No one will cut trees/ branches in the area. Immediate eviction will be resorted to if any case comes to light. No horses will be tied to trees. No support of trees will be taken. No Det/Camp will spoil or cut trees. Immediate expulsion and action as per exiting law will be enforced.

7
Discipline.    No liquor / smoking is permitted within the AEC. Intoxication, assault or affray will be viewed very seriously and will result in the individual / team being expelled immediately.
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8.
Jurisdiction.  The responsibility as regard safety of men, material and horses is that of the owner. No claim can be made against the camp authorities.

9.
Fire Discipline.    No one is allowed to light fires or smoke within the stabling area. As a safety requirement all detachments will carry the following:-

10.
Conclusion.    The above rules and regulations clearly lay down the guidelines governing the temporary stabling facility provided at the AEC. The AEC is an exclusive property of the Army and no Defence/ Para Military contingents, private horse owners and the Club members has any right on to allow him/them to take claims over this land.. The Camp Commandant, AEC reserves the rights to remove all horses, men and material without any notice.
