The Dressage Test, while much less influential than the Cross-Country Test, should be slightly more influential than the Jumping Test. The courses, obstacles and conditions for the Cross-Country and Jumping Tests, should be arranged in so far as possible to ensure that the relative influence of the three tests is as above.
