NEC subsidiary events for Preliminary & Novice grades will be Accumulator.


A  Rider can enter a max of three horses in each grade in  the NEC. He will have to nominate any two horses for his penalties to be counted towards rider points.Nominated horses will start first in the competition.  A rider will get points in each grade for his highest placed horse only. The penalies of the third horse will only be counted towards upgradation and not towards rider points irrespective of the result. 
ACCUMULATOR COMPETITION

1. This competition takes place over 6, 8 or 10 obstacles with an

increasing difficulty. Combination obstacles are not allowed. The increasing

difficulty is not solely due to the height and spread of the obstacles, but also to

the difficulty of the track.

2. Bonus points are awarded as follows: 1 point for obstacle No 1 not

knocked down, 2 points for No 2, 3 points for No 3, etc. with a total of 21, 36

or 55 points. No point is awarded for an obstacle knocked down. Faults other

than knock-downs are penalised as for Table A.

3. This competition may take place either with the first round against the

clock and a jump-off in case of equality of penalties for first place following the

initial round or not against the clock with a jump-off or directly against the

clock. In case of a jump-off there will be a minimum of six obstacles, which

may be increased in height and/or spread. The obstacles in the jump-off must

be jumped in the same order as in the first round and retain their respective

points allotted in the first round.

4. If the competition takes place not against the clock with a jump-off,

Athletes not qualified for the jump-off are placed according to their points

obtained in the first round, disregarding the time. If the competition takes

place with the first round against the clock and a jump-off, Athletes not

qualified for the jump-off are placed according to penalties and time obtained

in the first round.

5. For the last obstacle of the course, an alternative obstacle may be

provided, of which one element may be designated the Joker. The Joker must

be more difficult than the alternative obstacle and carry double points. If the

Joker is knocked down, these points must be deducted from the total points

obtained so far by the Athlete.

5.1 If the provisions of Art. 270.12.2 are applied to the Accumulator

Competition, the following formula is to be used: The Joker is not part

of the main course. After the fixed time has expired, the bell is rung to

end the athlete’s round. The athlete must cross the finishing line to

have his time recorded and then he has 20 seconds in which to

attempt the Joker once. If the Joker is correctly jumped, the athlete

earns double points of the last obstacle of the main course. If the

Joker is knocked down when jumping it, these double points must be

deducted from the total points obtained so far by the athlete.

· Penalties for Rd 1 –4 Penalties     Not trotting over trot poles & lines indicated in the course plan.

Article  203
 UP GRADING AND DOWN GRADING PROCEDURES

1. All upgrading and downgrading of horses will be done based on the results and penalty system in vogue of Normal / Technical Competitions for all grades in events / shows of the approved in the EFI Calendar.

2. It is the responsibility of the participant to enter in the event of correct grade of eligibility. Any error would mean automatic disqualification and forfeiture of entry fee withdrawal of prizes and placing awarded and a fine of Rs 1000/. Further participation in that Meet/ Horse Show/ Championship may also be prohibited.

3. For the purpose of upgrading and downgrading, penalties will be accrued based on the performance of the horse irrespective of change in rider.

Article  204
        UP GRADING PROCEDURES

Up gradation of horses will be done on penalties obtained by a horse in a horse show in Normal / Technical (Preliminary & Novice) competitions for all events / shows approved in the EFI Calendar except open events. The penalties that will be awarded to a horse will be as follows:

1. This penalty system will cover the following competitions:-
(a)NEC

(b)FEI World Challenge Jumping Challenge

(c)All Regional competitions recoginised by the EFI where the TD and Jury are approved by the EFI.

 2. In the FEI WJC a horse will be given penalties in the grade that it is listed in the grading list. This would depend on the Category of WJC (A or B) the horse participates in. In Cat A, any horse of Medium grade or below will be given penalties in its listed grade. In Cat B, only Preliminary grade horses will be given penalties.

	Penalties of horses which have incurred 16 penalties or below in each round of a two round competition will only be considered. A horse must fulfill this criteria in 4 rounds. It will be the prerogative of the rider to decide the up gradation at this stage directly to Advance grade.

Alternatively the penalties incurred by the horse will be accumulated in its own grade as per norms laid down for that grade.



Article  205
        DOWN GRADING PROCEDURES

1. No downgrading is permissible from Novice to Preliminary grade or from Grade III 

        to    Novice Grade.
2. Advance to Intermediate Grade & Intermadiate to Medium Grade -Horses that have incurred 28 penalties and above in 4 separate rounds will be downgraded by the EFI.
3. The federation secretariat shall keep an updated record of all horses with their grades. This will be upgraded at the end of each event listed in the EFI Calendar.
4. The EFI secretariat after verifying the facts will approve downgrading.
5. It will be the responsibility of the Technical Delegate to submit the detailed results/score sheets to the Secretary General Office within 3 days of the culmination of the event. 
Article  206
  ELIGIBILITY OF RIDERS 
     1.  All riders 12 years and above can participate. Article 502 refers. 

Article  207
  ELIGIBILITY OF HORSES

1. All horses will only participate in the event according to their grades.

2. All horses of 4 yrs of age and above can participate in Preliminary Jumping unless upgraded.

3. In open events for non NEC event/ Regional shows, the standard of the course will be min 1.20cm height 
4. Refer to Article 12 (DRESSAGE) for Hors Concours entry.
5. Refer to Article 13 (DRESSAGE) for Abuse of horses.

Article  208
   DRESS

1. When inspecting the course, dress must be neat and tidy. In any case, riding boots, white breeches, a white or lightly colored plain shirt, white tie and Jacket must be worn. Service personnel will be in uniform.

2. It is compulsory for anyone jumping a horse to wear a properly fastened hard hat with three point retention harness including riders in uniform.

  TECHNICAL CONDUCT AND VETERINARY REGULATIONS : As per FEI Rules

Article  210
  MINIMUM GUIDELINE STANDARD

The National Federation may however from time to time may lay down minimum standards of entitlement for awarding of medals in the National Equestrian Championships. This has been incorporated to debar presentation of medals to undeserving participants in the unlikely circumstances where participation in NEC is either very limited or unrepresentative of National standards.

 Article 211
It is mandatory for the organizers to conduct all Jumping events in all grades irrespective of the number of entries, to enable the riders to collect points for up gradation
